At Gallipoli ANZAC forces under the command of General Ian Hamilton and General William Birdwood attacked, the peninsula. The reason for this was that Allies wanted the Dardanelle’s strait but the British navy failed in taking the  strait.
The Gallipoli campaign went on from the 25
th
 of April 1915 to 
9
th
 of January 1916. Some 36,000 Allied troops were killed including 8,587 Australians and  2,701 New Zealanders. 82 thousand troops were wounded or taken prisoner.
